Getting to Meharry Medical College
By Car:
From North - Fort Campbell, KY On I-24
Take I-24 to Nashville, then to I-65, get on I-65. 

Take I-65 to I-40 west then, get on to I-40 west. 

Take I-40 west to exit # 207 (28th Ave.). 

Get off the Interstate at exit # 207 (28th Ave.). 

When exiting the Interstate, bear to the right and go about .2 miles, to the light. 

This will bring you up to Jefferson St. At the light turn right on to Jefferson St. 

Then go about .6 miles down Jefferson St. to the next light, this will be 21st Ave. 

Turn right at the light onto 21st Ave. and go one block to the college.
From North - Bowling Green, KY On I-65
Take I-65 to Nashville. 

Take I-65 to I-40 west then, get on I-40 west. 

Take I-40 west to exit # 207 (28th Ave.). 

Get off the Interstate at exit # 207 (28th Ave.). 

When exiting the Interstate, bear to the right and go about .2 miles, to the light. 

This will bring you up to Jefferson St. At the light turn right onto Jefferson St. 

Then go about .6 miles down Jefferson St. to the next light, this will be 21st Ave. 

Turn right at the light onto 21st Ave. and go one block to the college campus.

From South - Chattanooga, TN - Atlanta, GA On I-24

Take I-24 to Nashville, then to I-440 by pass, get on I-440 by pass. 

Take I-440 by pass to I-40 east then, get on I-40 east. 

Take I-40 east to exit # 207 (Jefferson St.). 

Get off the Interstate at exit # 207 (Jefferson St.). 

When exiting the Interstate, bear to the right onto Jefferson St. 

Go about .3 miles down Jefferson St. to the first light, this will be 21st Ave. 

Turn right onto 21st Ave. and go one block to the college campus.

From South - Birmingham, AL - On I-65
Take I-65 to Nashville, then to I-440 by pass; get on I-440 by pass going West. 

Take I-440 by pass going West to I-40 East, then get on I-40 East. 

Take I-40 East to Exit #207 (Jefferson St.) 

Get off the Interstate at Exit #207 (Jefferson St.) 

When exiting the Interstate, bear to the right onto Jefferson St. 

Go about .3 miles down Jefferson St. to the first light. 

Turn right onto 21st Ave. and go one block to the college campus.

From East - Knoxville, TN On I-40
Take I-40 to Nashville. 

Follow I-40 west through town to exit # 207 (28th Ave.). 

Get off the Interstate at exit # 207 (28th Ave.) 

When exiting the Interstate, bear to the right and go about .2 miles to the light. 

This will bring you up to Jefferson St. At the light turn right onto Jefferson St. 

Then go about .6 miles down Jefferson St. to the next light, this will be 21st Ave. 

Turn right onto 21st Ave. and go one block to the college campus.

From West - Memphis, TN On I-40
Take I-40 east to Nashville, to exit # 207 (Jefferson St.). 

Get off the Interstate at exit #207 (Jefferson St.) 

When exiting the Interstate, bear right onto Jefferson St. 

Go about .3 miles down Jefferson St. to the first light, this will be 21st Ave. 

Turn right onto 21st Ave. and go one block to the college campus.

From the Bus Station and Downtown Nashville TN
Take Broadway / West End Ave. to 18th Ave. 

Turn northwest on to 18th Ave. (Note if you turn the wrong way, 18th Ave. 
will dead end after one block, then just turn around and go the other way). 

Follow 18th Ave. until you cross over Charlotte Ave. 

After you cross over Charlotte Ave. 18th Ave. turns into Dr. D.B. Todd Jr. Blvd. 

Follow Dr. D.B. Todd Jr. Blvd., for about .8 miles until you come to Albion St. 

Turn left on to Albion St. and you will be on the college campus.
